This year again, despite a myriad of ongoing existential challenges caused by the conflict, we restored
activity of nearly all groups and returned to an accelerated growth of activity, establishing six new
groups. During the year IEA oversaw 361 encounters, and a group roster boasting 135 groups. It is
estimated that over four thousand people participated in this year’s encounters.
